- Submit prints and digital version on disk, (no email entries). Entries will not be returned

- All entrants must complete the required entry form. Those submitted without form will be disqualified

- Entrants must grant permission to Cecil County Tourism to publish award-winning works, with the
understanding that the photographer retains all rights. The photographer must submit a model
release for recognizable people.

- Not open to employees or immediate family members of Cecil County Economic Development or Cecil
County Arts Council

Categories: Open to anyone of any age or experience

Amateur Adult (over age 14 years)

Amateur Youth (under 14 years of age)

Professional — anyone who earns income (other than prize money) from their photography

Awards:

Amateur Photography Award: 1% place $100, 2" place $75, 3" place $50, plus certificate and publication (at
the discretion of the Tourism Committee) on the Cecil County Tourism website and/or other advertising media
following notification of winners.

Amateur Youth Award: One year family membership in the Cecil County Arts Council plus certificate and
publication on the Tourism website.

Professional Award: One 1* place award of $100 plus certificate and publication on the Tourism website.
Judging: To be done by members of the Cecil County Tourism Committee. Photos will be judged on
photographic quality as well as promotional appeal and reproducibility.

To Submit: Print and complete entry form found on web site. Do not include name or other contact
information on the front or back of photographs. Label the back of the photograph with the title only.
