The Bay Stormwater Problem 

Stream habitat and biodiversity 
degraded in 10,000 stream miles in the 
Bay watershed

Major ecological impacts in small 
estuaries and coastal creeks  

Fastest growing nutrient load source in 
the Bay watershed  

Bacteria violations in runoff close 
streams,  beaches and shellfish beds Pesticides detected in 95% of 

urban streams and fish tissues 
sampled

Metals, PCBs and hydrocarbons 
in tidal sediments
